Searching Frost & Sullivan: Healthcare 

In the left hand column on Your Account Homepage, find two search options: Quick Search and Advanced Search.  
 
Quick search - keyword-based search across the entire database. This method is not recommended because the results might 
include documents outside Healthcare sector. 
 
Advanced Search ï preferred method which lets you specifying your search criteria and limit results to the owned documents. 

Click the  GO in the Advanced Search area in the left hand panel to open the search page. The tabs at the top of the search 
screen indicate more search options.  
 

Á Browse categories ï search for information by selecting market category and further narrow it down by market sector and 
sub-sector.

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Á Advanced search ï search by keywords or phrases, contents type; filter results by market sector, region, dates, etc. To limit 
results to full-text reports, select Healthcare in the By Market field. 

 

 

Results list 

Refining the results list: Once youôve clicked the GO on the Advanced search page or in the Quick Search, a list of documents 
similar to the one shown below will appear. By using the tools provided in the right top corner above the list you can further refine 
your search request in one of the following ways  
 

Á Add additional keywords in the Search text box and click Go to narrow down the displayed results

A letter icon next to the title identifies a type of a document (deliverable). Hover your mouse over the icon to see the definition. 
Some common types of deliverables are the following: 
 

- comprehensive research report 

 
- short article usually covering a new industry or market trends 
 
 - country industry forecast, quantitative report 

 
 - quantitative data presented as tables and downloadable into Excel

Refine search: Add keywords in 
the text box or return to your 
original criteria selection on the 
Advanced Search page 
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Viewing the document: Click on the document title to display the Table of Contents of the document. The sections highlighted 
in red are the sections that contain your search terms.  
 

 
 

Click on the section title or a sub-section title in Full TOC display to view the text. Note: Since all documents are displayed in 
HTML format only, you can view only one section of the document at a time. 
 
To navigate to a different section, use the navigation tools provided in the section above the text of the document as shown 
below. 

 

Other Browse Search 

On Your Account Homepage, you can browse all owned documents organized by research methodology and sorted 
chronologically starting with the latest. The four content types of the documents are grouped under the corresponding tab and 
include the following categories: 
 

Á Technical ï timely articles and research on new and emerging technologies, information on companies leading in 
technological breakthroughs, ñmovers & shakersò interviews with industry leaders 

 

Á Econometric ï quantitative research presented in tables and covering country and healthcare industry analytics 
 

Á Application ï best practices articles, interviews with industry leaders, white papers on practical aspects of research 
application 

 

Á Market -  comprehensive market research reports and market insights articles covering market trends and current market

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Searching Tips: 

Á Search terms  are not case-sensitive 
Á On the result list, hover your mouse over the document title and note the document id number displayed in the url at the 

bottom of the page after the = sign, for example, M127. You can enter the number in the Quick Search box to find a specific 
report. The same option applies to the document section search.  

Á During your search session, you can temporarily save the report sections or articles in the Folder by clicking the 

 link at the bottom of the page. Note that the folder is a shared resource, and your files can be 
erased by other users.  

Sample Searches 

Find research data and costs of cardiovascular surgeries in the United States 
 

1. Click Go in the Advanced Search section in the right hand column. 
2. Under the Advanced Search tab on the search page, fill in the following fields: enter cardiac surgeries in the Search for 

text box; select Market Engineering Research (or All) in the Content type field. Leave the default All of the words and 
Full document text in their respective fields. 

3. Add the following filters: select North America in the By region field, and Owned only in the By ownership field.  
4. Click Go. 
5. View results. 
 
Find the number of people with diabetes by country anywhere in the world 
 

1. Click Go in the Advanced Search section in the right hand column. 
2. Under the Advanced Search tab on the search page, fill in the following fields: enter diabetes in the Search for text box; 

select Demographics: Decision Support (a sub-category of All Econometric Research & Analytics) in the Content 
type field. Leave the default All of the words and Full document text in their respective fields. 

3. Select Owned only in the By ownership field.  
4. Click Go. 
5. View results. 

Printing/Downloading 

Á Reports ï you can only view reports, no printing or downloading options are offered 
 

Á Articles ï you can print the article by clicking on the  above the article title 
 

Á Graphics (figures) ï you can print or save graphics as .GIF format files by selecting the icons at the top left corner of the 
image 

 

Á Tables ï you can open a table as an image file or click on the smaller icon and open a table as an Excel file. With the file 
opened in Excel, you can save it using the Save As function in your browser.
