LehmanLive is a web-based platform which provides access to Lehman Brothers research, and fixed income, credit, and equities
markets analytics.

Scope
Current and historical time series for global securities

Access

Access to the database is restricted to current Stanford students, faculty, and staff. Eligible users can access with their individual
accounts. To obtain an account click on the request an account link from the database description list on the Library’s web site.

Help

= Click on Contact Us link in the top right corner on any page

Features
= Access to aggregated fixed income data and Lehman Brothers fixed income indices which serve as industry benchmarks

= Most of the data downloadable into Excel; some third-party restrictions on downloads apply to selected time series data
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Using the links in the Customize menu, you can select your custom page layout (click Layout), select any number or any
combination of content items (click Content), or delete the currently displayed page (click Delete Page).

Once you've created your custom page, it will be listed under Custom Pages in the Lehman Pages drop-down list and also in
My Favorites drop-down list in the top right corner on every page.
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Searching LehmanLive
Search the database by one of the following methods:

= Perform a keyword search to find relevant research across the entire database by entering search terms in the text box in the
top right corner displayed on any page

= Perform a browse search by first clicking the tabs at the top of the Home page to choose the financial sector: Fixed Income,
Equities, or Investment Banking, and then selecting the category from the navigation panel on the left-hand side on each
financial sector page

Keyword Search
LehnamLive offers two types of keyword searches.
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= User-defined keyword search, e.g. any words or phrases you want to use as your search terms. The result page will
contain links to relevant research and publications. To perform search, enter your search term in the text box in the top right
corner and click Search. The result page will open.

On the result page, the text box containing your search terms stays at the top of the page. Additional link to Advanced
Search next to the text box on the right enables you to refine your request by specifying dates, search by keywords in the
title of the document, or selecting research area, e.g. equities, fixed income etc.

= LehmanLive keyword search, e.g. a keyword that defines a security, financial instrument, or market as it is indexed in the
database. For example, a keyword for U.S. Treasuries is UST. To perform a keyword search, enter a keyword if you know it,
e.g. UST and click Keyword. Or you can enter a financial term in the text box and click Keyword. If your entered term
doesn't correspond to the Lehman keyword, a new search box will open where you can either browse the keywords arranged
in alphabetical order, or re-enter your search term and find the closest match.

As a result of LehmanLive keyword search, the corresponding security page or security analytics tool page will open.

Fixed Income Page

From the navigation panel on the left-hand side of the page, you can select fixed-income research publications or products. By
selecting the specific product, you gain access to all research and analytical tools pertaining to that product.

Each product is associated with its own selection of research and analytics. For example, if you click on the Interest Rates > US
Treasuries link in the left-hand side navigation panel, the US Treasuries page similar to the one shown below will open. You
can navigate your research and analysis for US Treasuries by selecting the tabs at the top of the page. To perform financial
analysis, click the Analytics Tools tab.
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The same search strategy applies to all product categories listed in the left-hand side navigation panel on the Fixed Income
page.

In Credit category, select the Analytic Toolkit - a suite of analytical tools which provide methods of analyzing all types of
securities listed in the Credit category. For example, CDS and Bond Tools enable you to screen bonds based on your selected
criteria, search and analyze corporate bonds, use the calculator tool to create “what-if* scenarios and more. NOTE: Some Tool
pages are supplied with the detailed User Guide. If available, a link to the guide is located in the right corner of the top title bar.

You can also use the universal fixed income analytical tool: Fixed Income Toolkit.
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Fixed Income Toolkit:

Fixed Income Toolkit is a suite of analytical tools which let you select and analyze any security or a combination of any securities
across all markets, e.g. fixed income, equities, or economic data. To open Fixed Income Toolkit page, shown below, click on the
Fixed Income Toolkit link in the left-hand side navigation panel on Fixed Equity page.
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Individual tools gain you access to specific market sectors or functions. Following is the description of selected tools:

Learning to Use LehmanLive Tools by example: use this PDF file for detailed explanation and examples of applications of
each tool included in the Fixed Income Toolkit.

Time Series Plotter: use this tool to analyze current or historical performance of any security or a combination of any securities
across all global markets. Customize graphs with annotations or notes from Lehman analysts’ research.

Rate Expectations tool: use this tool to infer the probability distribution of interest rates at various future dates applicable to US
dollar, Euro, and sterling currencies.

CMetrics: use this tool to search for industries historical financial ratios or company historical financials and ratios. Use data to
create comparative reports or single security report and graphs.

Equities Page
Access research publications and analytics for global equities, industry research, and equities derivatives. For company or

industry research, select Name or Ticker from the dropdown list in the Company box. Based on your selection, enter a company
name or a ticker in the text box next to the Company box; click Go.

For industry research, select a region from the drop-down list in the Industry box; then select industry from the drop-down list in
the box next to the Industry box; click Go.

You can add a name of a specific analyst by making a selection from the drop-down list in the Analyst box. To see all
publications by a specific analyst, select the analyst's name from the drop-down list in the Analyst box, and then click Go.
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Alternatively, you can browse the topics listed in the left-hand side navigation panel of the Equities page.
NOTE: Library’s subscription doesn't include access to PharmaPipelines database.



For research on equities derivatives, click on the Derivatives link in the left-hand side navigation panel under Products &
Services. On the page, similar to the one shown below, you have access to Derivatives research and analytical tools.
Applications include Option Volume Analysis, Most Active Option Contracts monitor and more.

Implied Volatility tool at the top of the page lets you determine historical options’ volatility. To use the tool, do the following:

1. Enter the option ticker in the text box next to Implied Volatility link on the left

2. Make adjustment as needed: move the slider on the left to set-up the Relative Strike Value, select time period on the right

by clicking in the respective box; press Enter.

Repeat the above series of steps if you want to add more options to your graph.

4. Click on the Implied Volatility link. The Time Series Plotter containing your graph opens in a new window. You can save or
download your graph.
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For additional functions, click the Support Documents > User Guide in the lower section on the right-hand side of the
Derivatives page.

Global Economic Page
This page provides access to Global Economics research publications, including Global Economics Weekly report.

Sample Searches
Find the historical pricd3ratil sovereign bondsiicavailable dates

1. On the Fixed Income page, click on the Fixed Income Toolkit link in the left-hand side navigation panel, and select Times
Series Plotter.

2. Click the Add Series at the top of the plotter window and from the drill-down menus select the following: Government >
Sovereign > Sovereign > Brazil > Price. You can return to countries’ bonds listing (selection for Brazil) and select as
many Brazil sovereign bonds as you need. Once you are done, click anywhere on the screen.

3. The price graph for all selected Brazil Sovereign bonds will appear in the plotter window. Click Max tab in the lower right
side below the plotter window. The graph will re-adjust.

4. \View, download, or save the graph.

Find historical prices for Dell Co bonds

On the Fixed Income page, click on Credit > Credit Center link in the left-hand side navigation panel.

In the Ticker box in the top left corner, enter Dell. Click Go. The Summary page opens.

In the Securities Summary window, click on a bond from the Bond column.

In the new Corporate Bond Analysis window, click on the History tab. The Price/Yield graph opens in the window.
Optionally, change the Begin Date, select Graph or Data presentation. Click Enter.

5. View, save file.
